Junior Road Safety Officer (JRSO)

[JRSOs are the student representatives of the Forum. They are selected by a panel of teachers
under the headship of the Principal / HM. There will be two or more JRSOs in a school |

Deputy Junior Road Safety Officer (DJRSO)

[DIJRSOs are the student representatives of each class divisions. They are selected by the
Class Teacher in consultation with the SRSO |

Road Crossing Wardens (RCW)

[RCWs are the student volunteers selected by the Forum for assisting students while crossing
the roads and to help them board bus/rickshaws etc. They are trained by the local Traffic Police]

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SCHOOL ROAD SAFETY OFFICER (SRSO)

The School Road Safety Officer (SRSO) is in-charge of the
entire School Road Safety Activities and who will either be
the Physical Instructor or any other Teacher, chosen by the
Principal or School Management. The SRSO will monitor the
activities of the JRSOs and inspire them to schedule and
promote various Road Safety activities during the school
year. The School authorities may provide a separate office
room for the SRSO
